The KCSAR building is located on Hwy 89a, south end of Kanab. If you are entering Kanab from the south on 89a (Fredonia, AZ) you will see the airport on the left just pass the state line.  Turn left onto the airport lane.  If you are entering from the east, Hwy 89 (Page, AZ.) proceed into town to the stoplight.  Turn left onto Hwy 89a.  The airport is approx. 1.5 miles south on the right hand side. Turn right onto the airport lane.  If you are entering from the north, proceed into town to the first stoplight.  Proceed through the stoplight around the right hand turn to the next stoplight, Jct of Hwy 89 and 89a.  Proceed straight through the stoplight heading south for approx. 1.5 miles.  Turn right on the airport lane.  The KCSAR building is the first building on the left. (Large tan metal building).  Enter building using the west side entrance.  (Airport side).
