Richard from TC Engineering approached the Commission regarding the above agenda item. Administrator McBride confirmed that Alpha Engineering has reviewed and approved this agenda item. Richard explained they have extended and added four lots to the subdivision plat. They have also turned the existing road into the emergency egress easement. Administrator McBride stated we had every owner sign an application to amend the subdivision plat. Wade Heaton questioned the current zone. Administrator McBride confirmed it is currently zoned as R-1 and they have no intentions of changing it. 

The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Roger Chamberlain to recommend this amendment to the County Commission. Motion was seconded by Wade Heaton. The Chair asked for any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously.

Attorney Van Dyke discussed his concern for mass email communication between the Commission and the staff members. This may have potential for a violation of the Open and Public Meetings Act. In order to bring the public into the discussion, Attorney Van Dyke asked Administrator McBride to read the applicable emails, regarding Chapter 13, aloud. 

Pros and cons of parking regulations were discussed between Administrator McBride and the Commission. Commissioner Heaton stated he would like to include a recommendation for new businesses but not require it. Ryan Maddux stated he thinks we need to protect the neighboring businesses as well. He believes we need to have at least a minimum requirement. Chairman Chelewski suggested having Administrator McBride read through each page of the proposed changes for the Commission to discuss. Discussion continued regarding specific parking regulations. 

The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Roger Chamberlain to recommend this chapter as it has been modified and discussed to the County Commission. Motion was seconded by Wade Heaton. The Chair asked for any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously. 

The Chair called the Commission back into public hearing.

Administrator McBride advised she has only proposed minor changes to Chapter 14. Administrator McBride distributed copies of suggestions made by Commissioner Clayson. Ryan Maddux stated he finds Chapter 14 very confusing. He doesn’t see the need for this chapter. Discussion continued regarding Motor Vehicle Access.

The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Roger Chamberlain to eliminate this chapter with the exception of the first paragraph and Administrator McBride’s modifications. Motion was seconded by Wade Heaton. The Chair asked for any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously. 

Wade Heaton complimented Administrator McBride for the research and work she puts into each chapter of the ordinance before the Planning Commission discusses them. 

MOTION was made by Dale Clarkson to adjourn the meeting. Motion was seconded by Wade Heaton. Motion passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 8:40pm.
