Wade Heaton voiced his concern regarding the definition for Recreational Vehicle Park in Chapter 1 of the Land Use Ordinance. Decision was made to change the definition to better reflect the Planning Commission’s intent for Recreational Vehicle Parks as shown in Chapter 18.

Discussion continued regarding Recreational Vehicle Parks and the regulations set forth in Chapter 18.
