MOTION was made by Harold Hamblin to approve the minutes of April 11, 2012. The motion was seconded by Wade Heaton. The Chair asked for any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously. 

Commissioner Heaton has no items to discuss. Administrator McBride introduced Tom Avant with TC Engineering as the new County Engineer.

MOTION was made by Wade Heaton to go in and out of public hearing at the call of the Chair. The motion was seconded by Dale Spencer. The Chair asked if there were any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously.

The Chair called the Commission into public hearing.

Legislative		Kane County Land Use Ordinance- Chapter 21- Subdivision			Regulations

	Administrator McBride suggested referring this item to a committee. She did recommend for the committee to pay close attention to the current ordinance on the road issues. She believes these issues hold people back from building in the county. She strongly suggested having Tom Avant on the committee to contribute his engineering expertise in rewriting Chapter 21. Commissioner Heaton agreed that the current ordinance may have worked in the past, but we are trying to move forward to let people have their freedom. Wade Heaton also stated that we should be flexible and let free market work. He believes we need to give developers the choice of what is going to sell in their subdivisions. Administrator McBride clarified that Chapter 21 and Standard Specifications and Drawing Details for Design and Construction will go hand in hand and both will need to be revised. She also stated that the GIS department would prefer if the road is to be dedicated and turned over to the county, it should definitely be paved. Discussion continued regarding road restrictions and requirements. 

Roger Chamberlain arrived at 6:12pm.

Chairman Chelewski asked if the same committee that worked on rewriting Chapter 8 would also like to work on Chapter 21. All members accepted. Wade Heaton did suggest having Tom Avant on this committee. Mr. Avant agreed.

Legislative		Kane County Land Use Ordinance- Chapter 21- Article K 				and L- Rural Unimproved Subdivisions

	Administrator McBride explained the map example in the packets. They are requesting that when an owner does a Rural Unimproved, they are now required to name the streets. The Building Department will check the street names and compare to all existing street names to avoid duplication. Attorney Van Dyke clarified that if there is a road, it needs to be named. This does not include easements. Discussion continued regarding the necessity of naming roads.

The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Wade Heaton to recommend to the Commission that we amend our Subdivision Ordinance Chapter 21- Article K, Rural Unimproved Subdivision 9-21K-21 and include an (i) which would say “each newly created access road shall be named distinct from any other roads, names located in Kane County for address purposes, phone directories and record of surveys”. Motion was seconded by Robert Houston. Motion passed unanimously. 

The Chair called the Commission back into public hearing.

Legislative		Zoning Map Revision- Proposed Zone Change from C-1 to 				Manufacturing for parcel# 3-5-35-1B

	Sean Crosby introduced himself as the property owner of said parcel. He was under the impression that this was already in the Manufacturing Zone. The current zone is C-1. Administrator McBride clarified that it has been C-1 for a long time. But its uses would be more appropriate in a manufacturing zone. She also stated that UDOT confirmed there were no traffic concerns. Commissioner Heaton questioned if this will affect the neighbors. Administrator McBride confirmed that there were only 3 neighbors that could potentially be affected. They were notified by mail and the notice for this zone change was in the newspaper. She has not had any concerns voiced by the neighbors. Wade Heaton discussed his concern for future plans with changing any zone to a Manufacturing Zone. He advised to look at the surrounding zones to make certain we are protecting those existing zones. Administrator McBride confirmed she has researched the surrounding areas. Surrounding parcels are 10-acres and are zoned AG-10. 

MOTION was made by Harold Hamblin to accept Landworks LLC, Sean and LaVonne Crosby’s application to change their C-1 property to an M-1property. Administrator McBride advised corrections need to be made on the motion wording. Harold Hamblin then reworded the motion to recommend to the Commission that we approve Landworks LLC’s zone change from C-1 to Manufacturing. Motion was seconded by Robert Houston. Motion passed unanimously. 

The Chair called the Commission back into public hearing.

Attorney Van Dyke advised the Planning Commission to amend and reword the previous motion made regarding Chapter 21- Article K. 

MOTION was made by Wade Heaton to amend his previous motion to include Attorney Van Dyke’s suggested wording of item (i) “has a name for each newly created access road or easement distinct from other road or easement names located in Kane County for address purposes, designated on the record of survey”. Motion was seconded by Roger Chamberlain. Motion passed unanimously. 

The Planning Commission then viewed the video, Robert’s Rules Made Simple, to complete necessary training on Parliamentary Procedure.  Chairman Chelewski exited the meeting at 6:45pm, as he had watched the video prior to the meeting.  

MOTION was made by Robert Houston to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 7:57pm.
