Definitions“Public Hearing” means a hearing at which members of the public are provided a reasonable opportunity to comment on the subject of the hearing.

“Public Meeting” means a meeting that is required to be open to the public pursuant to the requirements of Title 52, Chapter 4 Open and Public Meetings; the public may or may not be invited to participate.

“Legislative” means an action taken by the County Commission or Land Use Authority; amending ordinances, adopting general plan, annexations, zoning and rezoning; a reasonable debatable action that could promote the general welfare of the community.

“Administrative” means an action taken by the Land Use Authority Commission, staff, County Commission interpreting ordinances and regulations, conditional uses, approving subdivision site plans, issuing building permits; an administrative decision must satisfy the requirements prescribed under state law or the County Land Use Code (LUC), whichever is stricter.
