9-19-1:  Requirements.
When the Kane County Land Use Authority Administrator, County Engineer or the Building Official deems it necessary, any application for a Conditional Use Permit, a Planned Unit Development, Subdivision, MPR, Mobile Home Park, RV Park or a building or use permit shall be accompanied by a geologic and soils survey report for the land, lot, or parcel for which application approval is sought. The report shall be prepared at the applicant’s expense by a registered or licensed geologist, soils engineer or civil engineer and shall show the suitability of soils on the property to accommodate the proposed construction, and any discernible flood, earthquake, or other natural hazards. Refer to Chapter 8- Subdivision Ordinance for report and certification requirements.
Whenever a geologic and soils survey report indicates a parcel subject to an unusual potential or actual hazard, the applicant shall meet the special conditions required by the Kane County Engineer or Building Official, to mitigate such hazard, or the application shall be denied.
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
