Shannon McBride made correction to the parcel number. Sean Winters came before the Land Use Authority commission to obtain a conditional use permit. Jim Baker and Gary put some comments together. Jim Baker stated this camp will not affect property value maybe just sell-ability. There are some conditions we would put into effect. All Land Use members and Brian Palmer of the Southwest Utah Public Health Department went to the site. 
Conditions are as follows:
1.)	A septic system will need to be installed to capture grey water and waste 	water unless a waiver is obtained from the Board of Health.
2.)	A W.U.I driveway, with the appropriate number of turn-outs and turn-	around/hammer-head at end, shall be provided.
3.)	Ordinance compliant number of parking spaces will be provided near end of 	driveway. Parking spaces will be constructed the same as the W.U.I. 	driveway specifications. 
4.)	Showers, toilets and water trailer to be located in close proximity to end of 	the driveway, turn-around.
Duane Barnson read a four- minute statement. Recorded within the monthly packet and attached to minutes. Pavement is not required because it is not commercial. Sue Reeves is not opposing the camp, anymore. Mary Craven made comment.  Brain Palmer said there would have to be a water-tank. 
Tom Forsythe moved to grant the conditional use permit based on the conditions outlined to be code compliant. Roger Chamberlain seconded.
Dale Clarkson, Dale Spencer, Tom Forsythe, Roger Chamberlain, Motion carried four-to-one. 
Tony Chelewski opposed.
Tom Forsythe moved to adjourned.
