Legislative/6:30 p.m.	Amendment to Plat-Buffalo Preserve and Subdivision
Public Hearing	 Name Change

Tom Avant, holding power of Attorney, came before the Land Use Authority Commission on behalf of Kevin McClaws with Buffalo Preserve. Due to the economy, smaller lots are not as sellable, so they want to create larger lots. The lots would be about three acres. The subdivision already has CC&R’s. Once built, a few of the cabins will be in the rental pool.  The density is being reduced for the whole development. Gary Smith stated all paper work is in order. Thebeau Engineering will be adding bearing distances, as requested; Warren Monroe Okayed, with corrections being made; all title searches have been taken care of. 

Chairman, Tony Chelewski asked for any public comments. No comments were made.

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.

Legislative/6:45 p.m.	Kane County Land Use Ordinance Revision 
Public Hearing		Chapter11-Guest Homes 

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission back into public hearing. 

Ryan Maddux came before the Land Use Authority with some suggestions for the Guest Home chapter in the Kane County Land Use Ordinance. Ryan Maddux felt like CC&R’s would enforce the acreage for guest homes.  Gary Smith felt like a guest home should not be allowed on property under an acre, due to the fact that a lot of the older subdivisions don’t have CC&R’s. Ryan Maddux felt like #5 would take care of that concern.  Commissioner Heaton feels like the subdivisions should be notified to enact CC&R’s. Tony Chelewski stated that in some cases there is not an owner to be in charge because many of the County subdivisions are over thirty-years-old. Mary Craven, Tony Chelewski, Robert Houston, and Dale Clarkson made comment. 

Jeff Knowles made comment from the public and also passed out pictures of his residence; which has a guest home already located on it. 

Robert Houston, Rob VanDyke made comment.

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of Public Hearing.

Harold Hamblin made motion to have a work session as soon as possible. Robert Houston seconded.

Public Hearing	Park Model definition added to Chapter 9-1 in Chapter One-General Provisions

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission back into public hearing for the following suggested “Park Model” definition: Recreational Park Trailer: A Recreational Park Trailer is a recreation vehicle primarily designed and intended to provide temporary living quarters for recreation, camping or seasonal use. They are built on a single chassis, mounted on wheels with a gross trailer area not exceeding 400 square feet when set up. Each Recreational Park Trailer shall be certified by its manufacturer as complying with ANSI A119.5. There are two different types of Recreational Park Trailers. One is designed for frequent travel on highways while the other must be transported with special highway movement permits.

Jody listened via teleconference.

Ryan Maddux explained the park model situation that the building department encountered. He felt like we need a definition in the ordinance to help with future situations; park models are not built to HUD standards; as per ordinance, they are relegated to RV or mobile home parks. 

Rob VanDyke made comment. The definition was read to Jody by Ryan Maddux. 

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.

No public comments.

Dale Clarkson moved to recommend approval of the Recreation Vehicle definition and have it added to the Kane County Ordinance. Robert Houston seconded.

 Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission back into public hearing.

Legislative/7:15 p.m.	Revised Kane County Zoning Map
Public Hearing

Gary Smith came before the Land Use Authority Commission with the revisions to the Kane County Zoning Map. This is the first time in four years the map has been updated. The current map has all the updated zones.  

Tony Chelewski asked what the green parcels are. They are considered Agricultural. Mary Craven, Ryan Maddux, Rob VanDyke, Dale Clarkson, and Jim Matson made comment.  Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing. Gary Smith stated the map is a living document; therefore, it is changeable and can be revised at anytime with a public hearing.

Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.

Dale Spencer moved to recommend the revised Kane County zoning map to the Kane County Commissioners. Robert Houston seconded.

Motion carried unanimously.



Public Hearing/Administrative	Notice of Intent to Revise the Kane County General Plan 

Discussion took place at 6:32 p.m. due to being ahead of schedule. Revisions should take place every five years. The last time the General Plan was updated was in 1998. Commissioner Heaton approached the Five County of Associations of Government to help with overseeing the update of the General Plan. Gary received three different quotes. The prices were extensively different. It was felt like Five County of Associations of Governments will probably be under ten thousand dollars. The other company bid $27,000. There were only two quotes that would be in the desired price range. The legal requirement for bidding would be a money amount. It was decided that $27,000 is under the amount legally required for a Request for Proposal, so the Commissioners will decide who is the best qualified.  Commissioner Heaton and Matson made comment and Dale Spencer.

Dale Clarkson motioned to adjourn. Robert Houston seconded.
