Roger Chamberlain moved to approve the minutes, Dale Spencer seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.
Wade Heaton asked about board vacancies. Friday, January 21, 2011 is the last day at 5:00 p.m. letters of intent will be accepted. A quorum is present.
Administrative: 	Parcel Joinder, lots 21 and 22, Ponderosa Villa, Plat C, John and Lorie Schlichting
Brad Rhodes, with Iron Ridge Engineering, came before the Land Use Authority, holding power of attorney, on behalf of the Schlichtings. Brad noticed he would have to correct the mylar to show Tony Chelewski, Vice Chairman instead of Jim Baker’s name; he will submit a letter of consent for the lender. Kane County Engineer, Warren Monroe, approved the plat map for the parcel joinder. All paperwork is in order.
Wade Heaton made motion to recommend approval of the parcel joinder for lots 21 and 22 in the Ponderosa Villa Subdivision. Dale Clarkson seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.
Discussion on “Red Tagging” zoning violations 
 Deputy Attorney, Rob VanDyke asked to table the decision so he could do more research before the next Commission meeting. Commissioner Heaton, stated, for now, the answer to the question of red-tagging authority is: “the board would make the final decision.” Wade Heaton asked for a little history on the matter. Gary Smith feels like two layers have been added to the process, therefore adding extra time to projects. He also commented that he always goes through the Commissioners and the Attorney’s office before he red-tags; he issued three red-tags this past year; he always does his due-diligence before any red-tag is permitted.
Commissioner Heaton stated that he has intervened on at least two different situations to stop Gary’s decision to red-tag. Commissioner Heaton feels that if there is clearly an ordinance violation the operation should be red-tagged. He shared how different interpretations can come into effect. 
Commissioner Heaton commented that he will repent and let the Land Use Authority Commission make the decision. He feels like the Commission can make the decision, therefore, saving one step in the processing time.
Wade Heaton, Dale Clarkson and Tony Chelewski made comment. Deputy Attorney Rob VanDyke made comment about state code. Planning Commission and Land Use Authority has been commissioned by the County Commission. It was felt like more investigating needs to happen on the actual switch over from Planning and Zoning to Land Use Authority to understand how powers were delegated. The County Commission would need to delegate the authority. The administrator would not have the teeth to red-tag. The Commission (Land Use Authority would red-tag).
Vice-Chairman, Tony Chelewski feels that it should be postponed until further information is attained.
Linda Little and Ryan Maddux made comment.
Roger Chamberlain moved to postpone the red tag-process. Wade Heaton seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.
Wade Heaton made motion to postpone until the next meeting with further clarification. Dale Clarkson seconded.
