The purpose of the C-1 Zone is to provide for light commercial areas located in or
near residential zones to meet the day to day needs of area residences.

Minimum yard setback requirements shall be established in
permitted use, Conditional Use or Planned Unit Development
approval; except no commercial building shall be located closer
than 50 feet to any Residential Zone boundary, or to any street line
which continues into a Residential Zone, and no such building shall
encroach on any easement. Any commercial lots abutting
commercial lots shall have a front setback of no less than 25 feet, a
side setback of no less than 5 feet and a rear setback of no less than
20 feet.

Residential Zone: All uses listed in the residential matrix are
allowed in the C-1 Zone with their appropriate designation of
permitted or conditional unless otherwise changed in the
commercial matrix.

Maximum Building Heights.
