Review of Minutes:

Mary Craven needs to be taken off of staff on the February 28, 2011 work session minutes. Motion made by Wade Heaton to approve the minutes of the meetings of February 09 and 28, 2011 meetings with the one change Mary pointed out. Dale Clarkson seconded.

Administrative	Parcel Joinder, David Broderick, Church Wells Subdivision, Plat B, Block E-Amended, lots 115, 116A and 117.
LaVon Broderick came before the Land Use Authority for a parcel joinder request. All paper work is in order except for a minor change on the Mylar; which Warren Monroe will make sure is corrected before final approval.
Dale Clarkson moved to recommend the Church Wells Subdivision, lots 115, 116A and 117 parcel joinder to the Kane County Commission. Harold Hamblin seconded. Motion carried unanimously.
Wade Heaton motioned to go in-and-out of public hearing. Dale Spencer seconded.
Legislative/6:15 p.m.	Kane County Land Use Ordinance Revisions –Chapter  Public Hearing		11 “Guest Home”.
Chairman, Chelewski went through the proposed changes section by section. Jim Baker made comment from the audience and gave a brief history of how the guest home provisions came to pass. Ryan Maddux stated that the taxes will be assessed the same. Tom Avant made comment and gave history of how the city came to conclusions on their Guest Home provisions.  Wade Heaton, Ryan Maddux, Roger Chamberlain, and Harold Hamblin made comment. Commissioner Heaton asked the question who are we trying to protect and what are we protecting them from. Rob Van Dyke made comment.
Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.
Dale Clarkson made motion to recommend to this board’s approval Chapter 11, as written (with the exclusion of item six) to be forwarded to the Commission for consideration. Wade Heaton seconded. 
Motion carried unanimously. 


Public Hearing- Chapter 1, “General Provisions”.
Chairman, Chelewski called the commission into public hearing. He went through every section of Chapter 1.
Mary Craven, Jim Baker, Doug Heaton, Wade Heaton, Rob Van Dyke, Ryan Maddux, Linda Little, Tony Chelewski, Roger Chamberlain and Tom Avant made comment from the public.  
Tony Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.
Roger Chamberlain moved to recommend proposed changes to Chapter 1- “General Provisions” to the Kane County Commission. Dale Spencer seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.
Chairman, Tony Chelewski called the commission back into public hearing.
Chapter 2- “Planning Commission”.
Commissioner Heaton made comment about state code and the two different hats between Land Use and Planning Commission.
Rob Van Dyke, Chairman Chelewski, Wade Heaton, Ryan Maddux, Roger Chamberlain, Dale Spencer and Commissioner Heaton made comment.
State code takes care of the power of the Land Use Authority. Jim Baker made comment from state code. Planning Commission is also set in state code and our Kane County Land Use Ordinance. 
Chairman, Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing. 
Wade Heaton made motion to recommend approval of Chapter 2-“Planning Commission” with revisions to the Kane County Commission. Dale Spencer seconded. 
Motion carried unanimously.
Chairman, Chelewski called the commission back into public hearing.
Deputy Attorney Rob Van Dyke recommended striking out 9-1-13 from Chapter 1.
Chairman, Chelewski called the commission out of public hearing.
Dale Clarkson moved to amend recommendation to the Kane County commission to strike 9-1-13 from our recommendation. Wade Heaton seconded. Make sure I did this!
Motion carried unanimously.
Chapter 3-Appeal Authority-Public Hearing.
Chairman, Chelewski called the Commission back in to public hearing.
No comments from the public.
Chairman, Chelewski called the Planning Commission back out of public hearing.
Harold Hamblin made motion to accept 10 days to 30 calendar days and submit it to the Kane County Commission. Roger Chamberlain seconded.
Motion carried unanimously.
Administrative	Conditional Use Permit, Randy Aleman, Cave Lakes Canyon,  LLC-Cave Lakes, Parcel #-2-7-25-2 and 2-7-26-1, 2-6-30-7A, 2-6-30-10A, Teepee Campground.
Administrator, McBride submitted last year’s conditional use application along with Gary Smiths recommendation from last year application for the teepee camp.
Tom Avant came before the Land Use Commission on behalf of Cave Lake Canyon, LLC. Mr. Avant gave some background of the Cave Lakes LLC. Mr. Aleman will be able to proceed with funding after next Tuesday. Mr. Aleman will be applying for a PUD. Mr. Avant showed the overall master plan for the future PUD. Currently there is a guest house. Currently for this year, phase one, they want to do the teepee campground with native huts and sheep herder cabins, also, will be working on some zip lines. Tom Avant talked about the turn lanes and bus parking that will be going in. He stated that Cave Lakes is working on a full PUD. Randy Aleman stated they will be doing a bond 4 for the turning lanes. Funding is in escrow right now. He will be able to do water sewer and get taxes updated. Rec R-10 allows for a primitive campground. Wade Heaton asked what kind of capacity are they looking at for this year. There are 20 existing teepees actually looking to expanding to quite a few more. Typical two but maximum is four people. Wants to operate prior to having all of the infrastructure in place because it will take 4 to 5 months to get the PUD in place. Ryan Maddux asked what the rest room facilities would be. They will be working with portable showers and bathrooms. The showers are pumped so no water will go into water shed area.
Conditions should be taxes paid;
Temporary restrooms and sanitation on site;
Apply for a PUD within 3 months.
Jim Baker asked the question about portable showers. The full system that is considered zone three and that is where the centralized leach system will be. The only thing that will be downstream is the cities well it will be in the floor the springs are in the ledges. UDQ Port of potty will dump the port of potties. The tepees are in Rec. R-10. Comm. Heaton asked realistically what the completion date will be Tom felt like around July or August.  Wade Heaton asked for the UDOT letter and the stipulations; which was the turn lanes. Johnson Enterprises has the contract to empty the port of potties into the lagoon ponds. 
1. Taxes to be paid up to date.
2. Limit activity just to the tepees.
3. Within three months apply for a commercial PUD application.
4. Shower and port a potties need to meet State Code.

Roger Chamberlain Okayed the conditional use permit with conditions we’ve set forth above.   Dale Spencer seconded. 

Motion carried unanimously.

Roger Chamberlain moved to adjourn. Wade Heaton seconded.
