MOTION was made by Dale Spencer to approve the minutes of January 8, 2013. Motion was seconded by Roger Chamberlain. The Chair asked for any questions or comments and there were none. Motion passed unanimously.   

MOTION was made by Roger Chamberlain to go in and out of public hearing at the call of the Chair. Dale Spencer seconded the motion.

Chairman Chelewski called the commission into public hearing.

Joe Fernando is representing Tom Avant from TC Engineering. Lou Pratt sat at the 
table with Joe Fernando who was also available for questions or comments and there 
were none.

Administrator Shannon McBride stated that UDOT was very happy to see this take 
place as UDOT thought that this was already done. Administrator McBride reported 
that she received several calls about this project with no objection to it. Administrator 
McBride confirmed that each property owner will receive half of the easement and the 
project was reviewed by Jones and Demille Engineering and that all is in order to 
proceed.

The Chair asked if there were any comments or recommendations and there were none. The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Dale Spencer to approve and recommend the request for 
vacating an easement and amending a subdivision plat for Flint & Angie Olsen.

Administrator Shannon McBride stated the Bradley Rhodes would not be in attendance to the meeting and confirmed that everything is in order to proceed with a decision.

MOTION was made by Dale Spencer to approve the request of a lot joinder within the 
subdivision plat for Dennis and Cynthia Throm. Motion was seconded by Roger 
Chamberlain. The Chair asked if there are any comments or questions and there were 
none.

Chairman Chelewski called the commission into public hearing.

Legislative 6:10pm		General Plan- Escalante Region Grazing Zone HB 382
Public Hearing	

Administrator McBride explained that Mike Noel originated this house bill and with 
Lou Pratt’s help, they found that there were some missing allotments.

Lou Pratt stated that the original HB 382 included only the perimeter line and the other 
sections within the map are the Escalante Grazing Zone that need to be updated and 
amended into the total boundary. This zoning map that Lou Pratt printed will be hung 
in the administration building conference room.

Harold Hamblin also noticed that they didn’t have some of the other grazing allotments 
including his own which are being amended at the State level.

Administrator McBride informed the Planning Commission that the amending process 
of the Kane County General Plan has begun and she will continue to update them on 
this effort.

Byard Kershaw reported that the Steering Committee is working on the process of 
becoming a coordinating agency. We have identified about 8 bullet points that we want 
to address as a county and work toward a strategy of coordination. Administrator 
McBride included some handouts to educate the Planning Commission that will be 
attached to the minutes. 

Deputy County Attorney Kent Burggraaf encouraged Commissioner Heaton and Byard 
Kershaw to bring this coordination strategy as an agenda topic to the city council 
meeting.

The BLM gave the updated information of allotments to Lou Pratt. The listed closed 
allotments were a point of confusion. Dale Clarkson also stated that the Deer Springs 
allotment was not on the report either.

Administrator McBride encouraged the Planning Commission to email her the 
updates which she can pass on to Mike Noel. 

Byard Kershaw reported that Commissioner Matson is communicating with Mike Noel 
about this update of allotments and the work of the Steering Committee.

Dale Spencer stated that he went to a monument public meeting. He asked the 
representatives of the monument what would happen if he was on the land on an
ATV gathering his cattle. The monument representatives said that he could
receive a ticket and be fined. There are also a lot of disabled people that would like to 
see the monument that are not able to see the public lands.  

Commissioner Heaton stated that there are federal laws stating that handicap people 
should be able to go to all public places and yet they cannot go on these monument 
public lands unless they can take a motorized vehicle. There is a good 
chance that as we implement the wording into our General Plan then hopefully 
disabled people will be able to enjoy the public lands on a ATV or other vehicle.

Administrator Shannon McBride stated the Multiple Use/Multiple Functions Zone is 
being created and the document will be coming before the Planning Commission for 
approval and adoption by the County Commission to be added into the Land Use 
Ordinance as chapter 27.

The Chair asked if there were any comments or recommendations and there were none. 
The Chair called the Commission out of public hearing.

MOTION was made by Roger Chamberlain to adjourn the meeting. Motion was seconded by Dale Spencer. Motion passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 6:46 p.m.
