Report by Commissioner Chamberlain: I am a resource for you.  Nancy Ford brought up the garbage storage is just to the side of the Front door of the new Senior Center. He agreed it needs to be moved and will look into it. He also talked about the door being changed for wheelchair access.  He commented that the new convention center will be beautiful. Working on 3 to 5 vans to carry people to Zion Park and use them for Senior activities too.  
Craig Hansen reported:  31 % of Kane County is Seniors.  The Largest amount of Seniors per capita for the 5 Counties.  Need to look at what we need because we will continue to grow in older people. Budgets need to be approved by County commission.  Craig is precise with the senior monies. Alton coal will be contributing to our tax base.
Report from Long Valley Center: MOW (Meals on Wheels) 35 to 40 meals 3x`s a week, in-house low, Darcey Tisdale is leaving need someone to replace her.
Kanab Center; Is short 2 people. MOW (Meals on Wheels) 50 to 70 meals, need to split the route into two. In-house between 25 to 35 people, 5x`s a week, with 2 days being done by the Assistant director and cook.  The rest come from Long Valley Center. We are the only county that serves 5 days a week. Programs are going well.  Check out website to see what is offered.
